Belinda Jacobs called the meeting to order and conducted the meeting.

Approval of Minutes

Ginger moved, and Clint seconded a motion to accept the May 14, 2009 meeting Minutes at amended.   Motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report

Mitch updated the  Treasurer’s report from last month.  He noted that Home Tour costs may come in under budget, and that it appears there may be a $1,000 profit from the Tour.  Ginger moved, Greg seconded a motion to accept the Treasurer’s Report as submitted.  Motion carried.

Committee Reports
· Home Tour – Ginger reported that the tour went very well and that 499 people attended.  She has received the final 4 plaques for last year’s tour participates and will be delivering them in the near future.  Because the current plaque vendor is having equipment problems that have resulted in delays getting the plaques out, it was suggested that the Landmark Sign Committee be asked to look into finding an alternate vendor for the plaques.  

· Neighborhood Watch – Diane reported that she has been working with Anita Butler from the PPD to get accurate and up-to-date crime statistics for our area.  The information that she received does not seem to include information on a burglary that occurred in the neighborhood within the last 10 days. There was a discussion on how to solicit more volunteers to serve as Neighborhood Watch captains, and it was suggested that Diane use the neighborhood e-mail list to solicit volunteers; that Councilwoman McAustin be asked to include a message in her next District 2 communication encouraging residents to participate in Neighborhood Watch; that a Neighborhood Watch sign-up table be set up at the 4th of July block party.

· Emergency Preparedness -  Greg stated that he had nothing new to report.

· Triangle Clean-up – Mitch was pleased to report that a clean-up day has been scheduled for Saturday, June 13 from 9:00 am until noon.  Participants are asked to bring rakes and clippers, and to be sure to wear gloves, hats and sunscreen.  Information on this event has been included on our website.

Ginger mentioned that it has been reported to her that the sidewalk trees which the Association and the City planted a few years ago are not being watered and pruned and this is adversely affecting the trees.  The Tree Committee – Veronica, Greg and Belinda – have agreed to meet to discuss this issue. 

Ginger also reported that the 4th of July Committee has had their first meeting.  Amy Miller, Karen Peterson and Bill Loesch have kicked off planning for this year’s block party.

Veronica mentioned that Bridgid Fennell received an award from the Historic Preservation Commission.  This was an award given annually to 15-20 homes/businesses in Pasadena that have undergone restoration/preservation.  Congratulations Bridgid!

· Charter Changed - The draft changes prepared by Greg, Veronica and Brian were reviewed, and with a few minor changes, were approved for recommendation to the neighborhood at our next General Meeting scheduled for June 24, 2009, at the Santa Catalina Library.
