Belinda Jacobs called the meeting to order and conducted the meeting. 

The 2/23/09 meeting minutes were amended for accuracy and approved.

HHNA Charter

Our charter was created in 1996 and the board saw the need for it to be updated and revised. The board began a line-by-line review of the charter, and reached a consensus on many possible amendments.  Half-way through the charter, further discussion was tabled so there would be time to address other items on the meeting’s agenda.  A subcommittee was formed to continue to review the charter and propose amendments in advance of the next board meeting.  This subcommittee consisted of Greg Harrison, Veronica Boone and Brian Tessier.  A new proposed charter reflecting the discussion of the board and subcommittee will be presented at the next board meeting for review.

Business Request to use HHNA email list

A local business (Motif) requested to use the HHNA email list of residents for a promotional mailing.  The board declined the request because residents only provided their email addresses to be informed of matters related to the association.  While it wants to support Motif and other local businesses, the board did not want to set a precedent nor violate the good faith of the association.  Greg moved to only use the email list for matters of the association, the Berners seconded, and the motion passes.  Belinda will notify Motif, and the decision and reasons behind it will be communicated in the next general meeting for transparency and opportunity for discussion.

Condolence Plant

Veronica moved to send a “condolence” plant not to exceed $50 to boardmember Diane Grohulski.  Liz seconds, and motion passes.  Belinda will get the plant for Diane.

Home Tour Banners

Liz has begun to receive quotes to produce banners and is inclined to accept a quote of $89 per banner.  We need to make sure that the streets we want to place these on are available.  Whoever will be hanging the banners will need to provide a certificate of insurance and permit fee to the city.  30 banners will be made (23 to be placed on lightpoles on the streets, and 7 for the homes on the tour).  A quote to put up the banners has been received ($862 plus a $40 permit cost).  Banners will go up a month before tour.  Greg moved to amend Home Tour budget to include cost of installation of banners, not to exceed $1,000.  Linda seconded, motion passes.  Greg then moved that banner production costs not exceed $3000.  Liz seconded, and motion passes.

HHNA Website

Discussion on policy for putting private information on HHNA website was tabled until next meeting.
