Historic Highlands Neighborhood Association Board Meeting

October 29, 2008

Heidi Rous called the meeting to order and conducted the meeting. 

Landmark Sign Contest winner was Entry F, submitted by Angela Contreras, with 25% of the votes.  Concern was raised about how well the gradation of the sky in the design would translate onto an actual metal sign, although the gradation would look great on letterhead and t-shirts.  Landmark Sign Committee will consult with designer and signmaker about gradation.

Greg suggests we thank all individuals who submitted entries with gift certificates since they put forth a lot of effort in their designs.  There were 19 entries and the 76 votes received from the neighborhood were audited for accuracy.  Since some people submitted multiple entries, there is a need to check with Jama to see exactly how many people those 19 entries were from, so we can purchase one certificate for each person, no matter if they submitted one entry or three.  Mitch motioned to provide certificates in the amount of $25 (perhaps to two local stores-Mary Faulkenberg and Motif), Greg seconds, and motion is passed.  Mitch will purchase certificates and Belinda and Heidi will write thank you letter to accompany them.

Winner announcement planned- Jama will place on website and next newsletter.  Sign Committee members will investigate signmakers.  Decision was made to give design to Tom Selinske so he could incorporate the design into home tour signs

Greg reports that over 100 people attended District 2 PERT training on October 18th, and those in attendance expressed strong desire for more extensive training.

Discussion was then had on the continued daytime burglaries in district.  Burglars are breaking into homes and taking small items like I-pods and jewelry that they can easily carry away without any suspicion.  They may even be drugging dogs as a home that was burglarized recently had a Rotweiler and it did not stop the theft from occurring.  Burglaries are occurring sometimes once or twice a week.  Need was expressed to get a new Coordinator for the Neighborhood Watch ASAP.  Greg suggested Rob Brownstein may be good candidate since he has expressed concern for security in the neighborhood.  Since many people travel during the holiday season, Heidi recommended we include a friendly safety reminder in next newsletter, suggesting people inform their neighbors when they will be away, put lights on timers, place holds on mail and newspaper delivery, etc. to help thwart theft.  Board will discuss issue with Belinda in coming weeks, and get safety tips from the city of Pasadena.  It was suggested that Trina could possibly be of assistance in writing the safety reminder.

Budget Report- Mitch reported that the only new item of note was the $245 spent on the last postcard, and that only a few collections from the home tour are outstanding.

Meeting was then adjourned.
