Board Meeting

September 24, 2008

Call to Order:
Belinda called the meeting order at 7:10 p.m.

Approval of Minutes:  Jama moved, and Clint seconded a motion to accept the Board Meeting Minutes of July 30, 2008 as submitted by Brian.  Motion carried. 

Treasurer’s Report:
Mitch submitted the Treasurer’s Report of September 2008. He noted that the 


Labor Day Party was a great success and that expenditures came to $1,021 (only 


$21 over-budget); total expenditures to date are $3,944; approximate balance is 


$26,500.  Clint moved, and Jama seconded a motion to accept the Treasurer’s 


Report as submitted.  Motion carried.  

Historic Commission Report:  Veronica gave an update on the Historic Preservation Commission 

meeting at which the porch at 1455 N. Mar Vista was discussed.  Veronica noted that Bridgid participated in this discussion as she is the HHNA representative to the Commission.  Staff presented their report on the porch in question, the homeowner was allowed to present his side, and additional community comments were taken before the Commission began their deliberations.  Unfortunately, the homeowner chose to leave the meeting prior to the 

Commission making a decision on the porch.  Veronica was not sure what the next step in the process was, and said she would clarify how the Commission’s decision was transmitted to the homeowner, and how it would be enforced.

Landmark Sign Committee:  Jama reviewed the process for submitting a logo for consideration and for voting.  She noted  that the deadline for submittals is October 14th.   To date, she has received five logos for consideration.  Jama reminded the Board that they needed to meet again during the last week in October in order to review the voting and determine if there is a winner.  In the event there is a tie, the Board will need to decide how best to proceed.  If there is a clear winner, the Board can then begin discussions on what type of signage they want, and where in the neighborhoods it should be placed. 

Film Liaison Committee:  Linda stated that she had nothing new to report on filming in the Historic Highlands area since our last meeting.  She also noted that she wished to continue as Chair of this Committee.
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Neighborhood Watch:  We still do not have a Neighborhood Watch Coordinator.  Belinda will contact a new Neighborhood Watch Block Captain to see if they might be interested in serving as the HHNA Neighborhood Watch Coordinator.

Neighborhood Communications:  Jama reported that her work on neighborhood communications has been focused on the logo competition.  However, she did receive a call from a neighbor inquiring when the next Newsletter would be going out as the neighbor was concerned about the number of cats being eaten by coyotes.

Welcome Committee:  We do not have a new Chair for the Welcome Committee.  Linda noted that she is willing to assist someone, but does not want to be the Chair.  Belinda will contact a new neighbor to see if they might like to volunteer to serve as Chair of this Committee.  

Triangle Project:  Clint reported that the triangle clean up held on August 16 went very well, and the wall is now partially uncovered.  He hopes to hold another clean up in the near future to finish cleaning up and to put in some new plants.  New plantings in the triangle will be lower to help limit the need for pruning.  Clint also mentioned that the City had been very helpful in providing trash bins.

Future HHNA Board Meeting:  Belinda noted that she will be traveling until early November and will not be able to preside over a meeting in late October.  She will contact the Vice President to see if she can conduct this meeting.

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 7:55 p.m.
